Titulo: Class voting versus economic voting: Explaining electoral behavior before and after the “Left turn’ in Uruguay

Objetivo: It is common wisdom that class-based cleavages are electorally weak in Latin America, and other explanations such as
economic voting receive stronger empirical support. Between 1970s and 1990s many left wing opposition parties succeeded in introducing
a new ideological dimension in electoral competition based on the support of privileged and educated voters. After the left turn’ some of
these parties have implemented a number of innovative pro-poor policies and cultivated the vote of the disadvantaged. There is still little
knowledge on whether Latin American left governments contributed to the transformation of electoral politics toward a more class-based
competition. This paper explores the possibility that the relative weights of economic voting and class-based voting have changed after a
decade of leftist government in Uruguay. Empirically, we estimate a number of voting behavior models to assess the evolution of the
effects of macroeconomic perceptions and social class over the course of seven elections between 1984 and 2014 in Uruguay.

Titulo: Conditional Compensation in the Developing World: From Industrialization Strategies to the Politics of Trade Liberalization

Obijetivo: This project answers the question of why compensation to/openness takes place injsome developing countries and not in others.
| argue that political leaders in less developed countries (LDCs) compensate actors in the imports-competing sector when there is a lack
of reallocation opportunities after trade liberalization. The argument traces the consequences of different industrialization strategies
adopted by developing countries in the postwar period. Emphasis in imports-substitution industrialization (ISI) increases the power of
workers and capital oriented to serve the domestic market and reduces the reallocation opportunities toward the exporting competing
sector. Once the liberalization of external commerce takes place, the cronic external trade deficits and lack of horizontal mobility
exacerbate. Under these circumstances, pro-trade reform politicians have strong incentives to compensate powerful ISI organized groups.
On the contrary, increased openness in export-orientated countries are normally followed by external surpluses and do not require
dramatic short-term reallocation of firms and workers toward the exporting sector. Furthermore, export-oriented economies do not inherit
anti-globalization strong groups as in the ISI example. Hence, politicians are less willing to compensate economic dislocations due to
trade openness. Empirical implications are tested using dataset of 131 LDCs from 1963 to 2009.

Titulo: Dualization, Regime Type, and Protection for Outsiders

Objetivo: While insider-outsider models of politics often conceptualize labor market cleavages as unidimensional, | propose that labor
market dualization in developing countries has both intensive and extensive margins. The intensive margin refers to the differences in ex-
ante protection between formal and informal labor. The extensive margin refers to the group size of outsider informal labor. The argument
builds on the notion that each margin of dualization in interaction with political institutions determines the distribution of power between
labor market groups. Insiders' power to exclude outsiders increases with the rigidity of labor market regulations (intensive margin) in
autocratic regimes, and decreases with the size the of informal labor (extensive margin) in democratic regimes. Based on this simplistic
set-up, | argue that regime type and the two margins of dualization influence the amounts and types of ex-post protection (i.e., cash
transfers against realized risk) targeted to different labor market groups. First, democratization alone is expected to expand protection for
outsiders because the probability that the median actor is an informal worker increases. Second, the intensive margin of dualization
(differences in ex-ante protection) increases the generosity of social security for insiders among autocratic regimes, and this effect is
conditional on the extensive margin of dualization (outsiders' group size) among democracies. Third, the extensive margin of dualization
(outsiders group-size) has a positive effect on the likelihood of protection for outsiders among democracies. Fourth, and more
interestingly, the adoption of programs aimed at protecting informal workers is also more likely where labor market regulations are more
rigid (intensive margin). Large differences in ex-ante protection decrease horizontal mobility and reduce outsiders' chances of accessing
to a formal job. Hence, government incentives to adopt new forms of ex-post protection for informal workers are the largest when in a
democracy outsiders are a large group and labor market regulations are rigid. | test the argument analyzing the adoption of non-
contributory cash transfers programs in a global sample of developing countries.

Titulo: Geographic Representation and Policy Making: Evidence from a Natural Experiment

Objetivo: The geographic distribution of political representation affects the political power of different citizens. An existing literature in
political science has studied the distributive consequences of the malapportionment---the relationship between electoral districts'
population size and the number of districts' legislators. This paper exploits a natural experiment to analyze the effects of changes in the
geographical structure of legislative representation in Uruguay between 1942 and 2010. In order to ensure proportional representation
between parties at the national level, a number of legislative seats migrate from some electoral districts to others after every new election
takes place. The process by which geographical representation changes depends on the structure of a handful of remaining votes across
the 19 electoral districts. This variation is unrelated to any change in demographics. The phenomenon has the particular effect of creating
an as-if random variation in electoral district sizes. We analyze the policy consequences of changes in geographical representation over a
long time span of electoral politics in the country. In particular, we look at whether increased or decreased representation affects different
policy inputs and outcomes of the primary education system. We find that districts winning representatives significantly increase their
number of primary schools and teachers of the public national education system. Our results also show evidence that primary education
enrollment has increased in districts favored with unexpected additional legislative representation. The results are the first ones in linking
malapportionment to education policy. We believe this has important implications for the exiting knowledge on relationship between
electoral institutions and human capital formation.

Titulo: Human Capital Inequality and the Geographic Evolution of the Left Vote in Uruguay

Obijetivo: A growing stream of cross-national comparative research analyzes the economic consequences of human capital inequality. We
sustain that this source.of inequality also has.important political consequences. Specifically, human capital inequality is a contextual
variable that may help to explain electoral behavior at the local level. In this paper, we explore whether-human capital inequality is related
to the geographic patters of electoral growth of one of the most institutionalized left-wing parties in Latin America: the Frente Amplio in
Uruguay. We first hypothesize that during the period the Frente Amplio was in the opposition (1971-2004) the vote for the left mainly grew
among the less unequal geographic areas. Second, we expect that after a decade of left-wing government (2005-2014) the relationship
between the change in the vote for the left and human capital inequality at the local level has disappeared or even reversed becoming
positive. This paper contributes to the analysis of the causes of party nationalization by linking the geographic electoral evolution of the
today's largest party in Uruguay and the distribution of human capital inequality across three-hundred areas of the national territory. We
also consider alternative political and economic explanations for the geographic distribution of the left vote, such as the local government's
party, electoral change in neighbour areas, poverty levels, income growth, the levels of human development, distances to large cities and
industrialized areas.

Titulo: Import Competition and Policy Diffusion

Obijetivo: Import Competition and Policy Diffusion (with Xun Cao). Politics / Society, (revised and resubmitted). ABSTRACT: This paper
studies a particular type of competition mechanism of policy diffusion that affects developing countries’ welfare policy choices. The
existing literature often assumes that the target of global interstate economic competition is the overseas market, that is, the markets in
third, export destination countries. However, for many countries, domestic industries also compete fiercely for their domestic market
shares with imports from other countries in the world. Such import competition creates policy diffusion between a country and its import
competitor countries. We posit that such policy diffusion might be observed in policy areas that affect production costs of domestic
industries. We focus on import competition’s effect on social welfare policies in developing countries. We test our theory in two broad
types of policies: social insurance spending and progressive social spending. We find strong evidence for import-competition-induced
policy diffusion in both policy areas. Moreover, in the case of social insurance, the effect of policy diffusion is mediated by the strength of
labor, suggesting that strong labor is more capable of blocking welfare retrenchment policies

Titulo: Trade, Informality, and Social Insurance

Objetivo: Most of the the trade-welfare nexus literature agrees in that the size of the informal sector may play an important role in
compensation politics. At the same time, however, existing approaches ignore domestic labor market divisions. On the one hand, it could
be that democratically elected politicians have fewer incentives to expand social insurance together with more international trade because
the targeting of contributory welfare programs makes these programs inefficient for compensation. On the other hand, it is also possible
that a narrow constituency of powerful insiders is politically effective in demanding compensation. To overcome this existing limitation, |
assume that different labor market groups have competing intersts around the existing social insurance regime. Based on an insider-
outsider model of politics, | sustain that workers with different levels of ex-ante protection have fundamentally different preferences for ex-
post protection, namely, the social insurance policy. The relative power of these groups helps to determine governments' spending
choices. In short, my approach theoretically integrates the insider-outsider labor market cleavage into the trade-welfare nexus debate.
Contributory social security and welfare policies provide insurance for insider formal workers. Due to running deficits of these programs,
an expansion of social insurance spending partially burdens informal workers. Social insurance represents a net redistribution of income
from those working in the informal sector to those employed in the formal sector. Hence, the relationship between trade and social
insurance spending cannot be understood without accounting for the distribution of power between these different labor market groups. If
a narrow targeting is what makes social insurance ill-equipped for fulfilling the government's end of the embedded liberalism bargain in
LDCs, then the size of the formal sector should be a crucial factor determining its ultimate political appeal under democratic settings. This
argument challenges the dominant view of social security and welfare spending as an economically infective and politically unattractive
compensatory policy tool in developing countries. My theory builds on the notion that the joint move to free trade and democracy in the
developing world changed the distribution of power between labor markets groups, and transformed the intensity and distribution of risks
among labor market insiders. More specifically, the theory predicts that as insiders-are more electorally powerful they are also more likely
to be compensated with social insurance spending when they most need it. The analysis-of 50 democratic developing countries reveals
that openness has a counter-cyclical effect on social insurance spending when the group of insiders is large (low labor informality), but
that this effect becomes pro-cyclical when informality reaches pervasive levels. Against to most of the existing literature, | argue that under
the very precise conditions of low informality and negative output shocks, social insurance spending is actually part of developing country
governments' compensation toolkit. Having said that, | also identify the conditions under which governments implement welfare state
retrenchment. Moreover, the analysis of 22 developed countries during the same period reveals that the effect of openness on social
insurance spending decreases with labor informality independently of the business cycle.

Titulo: When Do Authoritarian Rulers Educate: Trade Competition and Human Capital Investment in Non-Democracies

Obijetivo: This proyect explains variations in education spending among non-democracies, focusing on policy interdependence by trade
competition. Facing pressures from spending changes in competitor countries, rulers calculate the costs and benefits associated with
increased education spending: education increases labor productivity; it also increases civil engagement and chances of democratization.
Therefore, rulers in countries whose revenues depend less on productive labor force and those with shorter time horizons are less likely to
invest because of lower expected benefits; rulers with single-party regimes and authoritarian legislatures are more likely to invest because
such institutions enable them to better survive threats associated with increased human capital. We find empirical support for policy
interdependence and the conditional effects of government revenue source and time horizon.

Titulo: Capital humano y geografia de la desigualdad en Uruguay, Tipo de participacion: Coordinador o Responsable, Descripcion: Este
proyecto busca analizar la distribucién geografica del capital humano en Uruguay. En particular se busca dar cuenta de dos problemas
asociados: a) las diferencias regionales en los niveles de dotacién de capital humano, b) las diferencias regionales en los niveles de
desigualdad educativa. El primer aspecto obedece a la desigualdad entre zonas y el segundo a los niveles de homogeneidad (o
desigualdad) dentro de las mismas. Dentro de los problemas usualmente analizados sobre el vinculo entre la geografia y la desigualdad
estan los procesos de segmentacion y segregacion. Por poner un ejemplo, la segregacion residencial responde a un incremento de las
desigualdades entre las pablaciones de distintas regiones al mismo tiempo que se_.combina con una mayor homogeneidad al interior de
las mismas. Dentro de la extensa literatura sobre fenémenos de segregacion, algunos enfoques destacan las causas asociadas a
procesos de autoseleccion de los individuos en determinadas zonas de residencia dados sus niveles de ingreso o raza, mientras que
otros enfatizan la segregacion como un fenémeno persistente, con fuertes efectos de retroalimentacion y consecuencias de dificil
reversion sobre la desigualdad territorial. No obstante, este tipo de andlisis basados en la distribucion del ingreso y otras formas de
distribucién de la riqueza pueden resultar inadecuados a efectos de comprender aspectos relativos a la convivencia, la cohesion social, y
la formacion de capital social. En ese sentido, la proliferacién de estudios sobre la desigualdad de capital humano, y mas precisamente la
desigualdad educativa, responde en parte a la necesidad de dar respuestas sobre los problemas de integracion social
independientemente de los niveles de riqueza que tenga un pais, region o comunidad. La forma en que se distribuye el capital humano
puede tener efectos importantes sobre la desigualdad del ingreso, el crecimiento econémico y la volatilidad econémica. Mas adn, la
desigualdad en capital humano ha sido encontrada como un factor que explica los niveles de cohesion social . A pesar de la proliferacion
de estudios sobre las diferencias educativas regionales al interior de los paises, no existen investigaciones sobre la geografia de la
desigualdad del capital humano en Uruguay. El conocimiento sobre la forma en que la desigualdad educativa se distribuye en el territorio,
asi como sobre los niveles de inequidad de capital humano al interior de las comunidades del pais, es un insumo de gran relevancia para
la comprension de las dindmicas espaciales de la desigualdad en Uruguay y para capacidad de planificacion de politica publica.

Titulo: Edad, Desigualdad y Redistribucién: Hacia la Orientacién Etaria de los Estados de Bienestar, Tipo de participacion: Coordinador o
Responsable, Descripcion: La investigacion tiene como objetivo fundamental comprender los mecanismos por los cuales los regimenes
de bienestar varian en-sus.impactos sobre la desigualdad la distribucion del'ingreso entre las cohortes de edad y al interior de las
mismas. A partir de alli se plantea tres objetivos especificos: (i) construir la base empirica para realizar las estimaciones y la orientacion
etaria de la redistribucion fiscal incluyendo a algunos paises latinoamericanos, (ii) explicar la orientacion etaria a partir indicadores del
desarrollo de las politicas de bienestar (educacion, salud, seguridad social, coordinacién de la eocnomia), y (iii) analizar algunos
determinantes institucionales que rigen la interaccién de los actores involucrados en el juego distributivo y proveen de respuestas
posibles sobre la orientacion etaria de los regimenes de bienestar observada. Para ello este trabajo proporciona nueva informacion sobre
la orientacién etaria de la desigualdad y la redistribucion fiscal en 35 paises. Las estimaciones realizadas sugieren que la desigualdad en
la distribucion del ingreso varia draméaticamente de un grupo etario a otro. A su vez, los paises muestran diferencias sisteméaticas en la
estructura de la desigualdad a través de la edad. Nuestros hallazgos indican que la coordinacién de la economia reduce inequidades en
el ingreso de mercado entre la poblacién joven, y que el sesgo etario pro-joven de la coordinacion econémica se profundiza a medida que
la desigualdad agregada es mayor. La evidencia apoya las explicaciones basadas en la relevancia demogréfica de los grupos de edad
para determinar la orientacion de las politicas redistributivas. El gasto publico en educacion y la cobertura de la educacién secundaria
reducen la desigualdad de mercado entre los mas jovenes, mientras que el gasto en salud no parece tener un sesgo etario definido. Por
ultimo, la generosidad de los sistemas de seguro de desempleo orientan la redistribucién del ingreso hacia los mas jévenes, mientras que
la generosidad de los sistemas de salud y pensiones orientan la redistribucion hacia la poblacion envejecida.
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Mis areas de investigacion son a) economia politica internacional; b) elecciones, representacion y partidos
politicos. Uno de los temas de la economia politica internacional es el impacto de la apertura comercial sobre la
politica publica doméstica, y en particular, las estrategias de compensacion que adoptan los gobiernos. Mi
trabajo aporta a la literatura existente analizando factores domésticos que median el impacto de la globalizacién
econdmica. En mi estudio sobre apertura y seguridad social desarrollo un modelo politico de clivaje 'insider-
outsider' en el mercado de trabajo. Alli explico tedrica y empiricamente el efecto del tamafio del trabajo informal
sobre las estrategias de los gobiernos destinadas a proteger a los trabajadores formales (insiders) frente a la
apertura comercial. En otro trabajo muestro que la frecuentemente visitada relacion entre liberaliazacion
comercial y tamafio del gobierno depende de los niveles de movilidad horizontal del trabajo. Mi argumento
expande modelos de comercio internacional (Ricardo Vinner y Stolper-Samuelson) a las politicas de
compensacion en contextos donde la apertura ya no es reversible. Demuestro que la propension del gobierno a
compensar perdedores de la apertura aumenta en mercados de trabajo rigidos y de baja movilidad horizontal.
Mi contribucién explica la compensacion es més frecuente en los paises en desarrollo que mantuvieron el
sistema de sustitucion de importaciones por mas tiempo. En otra linea de trabajo estudio el efecto de la
competencia comercial sobreclos procesos de difusion internacional de politicas publicas. Mi investigacion
muestra que el comercio genera interdependencia estratégica entre distintos gobiernos con respecto a la
implementacién de politicas sociales y politicas educativas. El hallazgo de difusion internacional de estas
politicas entre paises competidores comerciales es una novedad para la literatura. Los regimenes autoritarios
suelen entrar en 'carreras' de formacion de capital humano destinadas a aumentar la competitividad de sus
exportaciones cuando tienen largos horizontes de tiempo en el poder y cuanto mas dependen de su poblacién
para recaudar impuestos (i.e., escasez de recursos naturales). Otra contribucion es que la competencia frente a
las importaciones en el mercado doméstico también genera procesos de difusion de politicas que aumentan los
costos de produccion. Especificamente, los gobiernos reducen el tamafio del estado de bienestar si los paises
de origen de las importaciones que compiten en el mercado doméstico recortan el gasto en politicas sociales.
En mi investigacion sobre partidos, representacion y elecciones realizo diversas contribuciones. Explico la
institucionalizacion de los sistemas de partidos latinoamericanos a partir del éxito-fracaso de la entrada de
nuevos partidos 'desafiantes'. Explico el modo en que las 'olas' ideolégicas de gobiernos latinoamericanos
resultan procesos de difusién internacional del comportamiento electoral. Contribuyo al andlisis de la
nacionalizacion de los partidos mediante un modelo electoral de difusidén geografica. Analizo el efecto de la
representacion geografica sobre la provision de servicios y bienes publicos a partir de explotar un experimento
natural. Muestro las condiciones contextuales (desigualdad a nivel local, presencia del estado de bienestar a
nivel local, y dotacién de recursos naturales) que explican la cantidad de voto econémico paises en desarrollo y
en Uruguay.

RESUMEN: The geographic distribution of political representation affects the political power of different
citizens. An existing literature in political science has studied the distributive consequences of the malapportionment---the relationship
between electoral districts' population size and the number of districts' legislators. This paper exploits a natural experiment to analyze the
effects of changes in the geographical structure of legislative representation in Uruguay between 1942 and 2010. In order to ensure
proportional representation between parties at the national level, a number of legislative seats migrate from some electoral districts to
others after every new election takes place. The process by which geographical representation changes depends on the structure of a
handful of remaining votes across the 19 electoral districts. This variation is unrelated to any change in demographics. The phenomenon
has the particular effect of creating an as-if random variation in electoral district sizes. We analyze the policy consequences of changes in
geographical representation over a long time span of electoral politics in the country. In particular, we look at whether increased or
decreased representation affects different policy inputs and outcomes of the primary education system. We find that districts winning
representatives significantly increase their number of primary schools and teachers of the public national education system. Our results
also show evidence that primary education enrollment has increased in districts favored with unexpected additional legislative
representation. The results are the first ones jin linking malapportionment to education policy. We believe this has important implications
for the exiting knowledge'on relationship between-electoral institutions and human-capital formation.

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This paper answers the question of why compensation after trade liberalization takes place in some developing countries and not in
others. | argue that political leaders in less developed countries (LDCs) compensate workers and capital in the imports-competing sector
when there is a lack of reallocation opportunities signaled by the formation of negative external balances after trade liberalization. The
argument traces the formation of trade deficits to the industrialization models adopted in postwar period. Emphasis in imports-substitution
industrialization increases the power of workers and capital oriented to serve the domestic market, reduces the reallocation opportunities
towards the exporting sector, and increases the trade deficit after external barriers are removed. Under this circumstances, liberalizing
politicians face increased political conflict and have incentives to compensate powerful losers while switching their basis of political
support towards actors in the exporting sector. On the contrary, increases in openness within export-orientated economies are normally
followed by external surpluses, and short-run dislocations are not compensated. Empirical implications are tested using dataset of 131
LDCs from 1963 to 2009.
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This paper investigates the relationship between trade openness, labor informality, and public spending in social insurance. It shows that
domestic political elites promoting more trade liberalization choose to manipulate the provision of social insurance to maximize their
popular support according to the identity of the median worker (formal or informal) and the macro-economic context. | develop a general
political argument inspired from the study of a wide variety of non-authoritarian developing countries, where the developed nations are a
special case.

ABSTRACT: This paper studies a particular type of competition mechanism of policy diffusion that affects
developing countries’ welfare policy choices. The existing literature often assumes that the target of global interstate economic
competition is the overseas market, that is, the markets in third, export destination countries. However, for many countries, domestic
industries also compete fiercely for their domestic market shares with imports



from other countries in the world. Such import competition creates policy diffusion between a country and its import competitor countries.
We posit that such policy diffusion might be observed in policy areas that affect production costs of domestic industries. We focus on
import competition’s effect on social welfare policies in developing countries. We test our theory in two broad types of policies: social
insurance spending and progressive social spending. We find strong evidence for import-competition-induced policy diffusion in both
policy areas. Moreover, in the case of social insurance, the effect of policy diffusion is mediated by the strength of labor, suggesting that
strong labor is more capable of blocking welfare retrenchment policies
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
